Guild Scholarships To Be Awarded In February

The firss Woodworkers' Guild
of Georgia Scholarship Awards will
be drawn from requests received dur-
ing January 2004. A copy of the
rules and the award request form is
printed below. The form will also be
available at the December and Janu-
ary meetings and for printing off the
website.

A lottery of valid requests re-
ceived will be held at the February
meeting. The Board of Directors
will be funding this program annu-
aly, with $2,000 budgeted for the
year 2004 and a maximum award of
$300 per person. Good luck to all
who are interested.

Scholarship Awards

All paid members are eligible
to request a scholarship one year af-
ter joining the Guild.

Once a member has been
awarded a scholarship, that member
will not be eligible for future schol-
arships for three years from the date

of the training.

Within 90 days after comple-
tion of the training, the member will
write an article for the newsletter,
highlighting what he/she has learned
and giving a critique of the training
received.

All requests must be for wood-
working related education.

The amount of the scholarship
will not exceed $300 and will not
exceed the cost of the training.

The scholarship recipient will
receive a check made out to the train-
ing facility for 80 percent of the
award prior to the training.

When the recipient submits an
article to the newsletter, he or she
will receive a check (made out to the
recipient) for the remaining 20 per-
cent of the scholarship.

Example:

Member submits a request for
$300 to attend a $500 class at Wood-
working School. The request is se-
lected for an award. The Guild gives

the recipient a check for $240 made
payable to Bob's Woodworking
School.

The recipient takes the training
and submits an article for the news-
letter.

A check for the remaining $60
of the award is given to the recipient.

Scholarships will be awarded
twice each year. Request forms will
be accepted during the months of
January and July.

At the regular Guild meeting in
February and August, recipients will
be selected at a drawing of all valid
requests received during the previous
month. The number of scholarships
given will be determined by the
amount budgeted each year by the
Board of Directors.

All requests must be submitted
on the scholarship award request
form and mailed to the Guild post
office box. These rules and the re-
quest form will be printed in the De-
cember and June newdletters. They
will also be available at the Guild
meetings and on the Guild website.

Careful Shaping Leads To Flwing Form

Earl Dabney’s demonstration of furniture shaping tech-
niques, along with a display of several of his flowing contem-
porary tables, kicked off the Guild’'s November meeting with
an outstanding introduction to wood art and how it is crafted.

Guild members learned that one of the prerequisites for
shaping large, heavy, and rough glue-ups is a sturdy founda
tion, which holds the work while it is being sculpted. Such a
stand can be made from readily available and relatively inex-
pensive home-center parts, including long jack posts, bolts,
and nuts.

Earl’s Initial shaping steps are performed with a hand-
held angle grinder. Once an appealing curve and line has been
established, he shifts to a variety of hand-held power sanders,
initially using larger foam pads similar to those used in auto-
motive body shops.

One of the secrets of his glue-up technique involved the
use of a waste board attached to the unfinished table top by
using hot-melt glue around the perimeter. When time comes to
remove the waste board, the glue joint is simply reheated so

that the waste board may be pried off.

Thanks Earl for an introducing us to a whole new world

of wood art.

drove from Warner Robbins to Mari-
etta for the Guild’'s November meet-
ing. They presented a program
showcasing the success of the stu-
dents who have taken these shop
classes . Each year there are hun-
dreds of students who sign up for the
25 positions available in the first
year course. Those who are success-
ful have the opportunity to take more
advanced courses throughout their
high school career.

Students are first given a thor-
ough knowledge of each tool with an
emphasis on safety. Encouraged to
aim high from the start, first year
students may build a night stand as a
first project with the goal of having a
complete bedroom suite when they
graduate from high school. These
projects will often progress to beds,
dressers, chests-of-drawers, armoires
and highboys.

Houston County High boasts a
totally wireless environment that
utilizes technology to enhance stu-
dent learning in every classroom.
Being both an Intel Model School
and an Hitachi Beta School every

technology implemented was put in
place to improve instructions and
provide students and teachers with an
environment that best resembles
standards for educating young people
in the 21% century.

Using the most up-to-date CAD
programs students, design their own
work, make a bill of materials and
cost list before getting parental ap-
proval for the cost of a project.
Where students cannot afford the
cost of materials for a project, Gary
provides alternate sources for fund-
ing. All projects are built from red
oak, mahogany, cherry or black wal-
nut.

The shop consists of eight
rooms including a spray room with
water filtration, class room and com-
puter room, wood storage, tool room
and the large area containing the sta-
tionary tools. As the school year
progresses, the neat, spacious, well
lighted shop fills up with scores of
projects. With 25 students to super-
vise in each class, Gary uses an ef-
fective teaching method where he
will teach one student how to do a
task and then have that student teach
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the next who needs the information,
thus reinforcing the lesson just
learned. While most projects are in-
dividua endeavors students aso
work in teams at times or pair up to
help others when more than two
hands are needed.

Gary is proud to point out that
while computers are replaced every
two or three years his original shop
tools are till in place after 13 years
and completely meet the need. He
did recently upgrade to a 43 inch
sanding machine and thanks Scott at
Redmond and Son for al their help
over the years.

The proof that the students are
getting good basic woodworking
knowledge and learning advanced
skills is seen when projects are
judged at the state and national level.
Houston County High students have
taken home most state and many na-
tional awards..

We are grateful to Gary How-
ard and his students for continuing
the art of fine woodworking and look
forward to having this next genera-
tion of woodworkers among us.
