The July program was presented by Master
Craftsman Ron Peyton, owner of The Dogwood
Institute School of Fine Woodworking. Ron car-
ried us through the development and building of
his “Gentlemen’'s Tool Chest,” which won Best In
Show honors at the 2008 Woodworking Show.

Ron started by giving us the background that
led him to seek out a mentor (Paul Schurch of
California) to aid him in his efforts. Paul instilled
in Ron the drive to make his project the very best.
Ron spent many hours designing and refining the
project prior to the first cut. Each detail was me-
ticulously worked out and developed utilizing full
scale drawings.

Unfortunately, the full scale drawings were tragi-
caly lost in the fire that destroyed Ron’s home. Ron
utilized photos and parts of the chest to make his points
about design and construction. As he carried the pro-
ject from design to construction, Ron spent consider-
able time with Paul “putting the project together.” Ron
shipped the various elements of the project to Califor-
nia and traveled there himself to meet with Paul. The
project then had to be shipped back to Atlanta and re-
assembled.

Ron’s one-of-a-kind chest utilized virtually every
aspect of fine woodworking from the dream to the final
finish. His craftsmanship with wood is evident in the
award winning Gentleman’s Tool Chest.

Woodworking Class Teaches Basics, Respect For Craft

In Woodworking, asin Life, you must
learn first how to crawl before you
walk, walk before you can run...itis
the process that counts!

Whenever one ventures outside
her comfort zone into new territory,
there are expectations, known as well
as unknown. My first ever
woodworking class a Dogwood
Institute, fundamental level one, was
agreat surprise. We came away with
something new — not just skills, but
respect for those who take their love
for teaching, sharing an art, to add
passion with a touch of magic, so
that you the student and they the
teacher are drawn into a kinship that
transcends age and gender. Our
instructors Jim Dion, Ron Peyton,
and Hajuse were caring,
knowledgeable as well as attentive to
each student’s skill level, desires,
and goals.

They say when you get or start
from the basics and build upon your
skills, your progress can be
measured. The course is a basic
introduction of hand and power tools
that are the backbone to building
furniture and working with wood.

Day one covered the study of
wood, its properties, and tools such
chisels and planes. The instructors
went over the steps necessary to
sharpen, tune them as well as their
uses. Greatest point learned: brand
new tools right off the shelf arein no
way ready for you to use.

They require a great deal of
preparatory work and elbow grease.
For example, a chisel needs to be
flattened with 120 to 220 grit
sandpaper as well as wet stones 1000
grit to 6000 grit. Each step brings
your chisel closer to the fine tuned
tool it was always meant to be and
that will make your work as well as
your project feel and look very
professional.

On the second day we were
introduced to the planer. The steps
taught not only helped us al to
respect the fine art of sharpening but
also the process that teaches you to
become one with the tool. and its

parts. Through the instruction we
learned how our time and efforts pay
off in the end. The class was
awesome as well as an enlightening
experience that we will not soon
forget and for some of us will
continue to be shared with others,
thus passing on the joy and
knowledge for generations to come.
The staff took us all through the
different stations a shop could have
in order to make your woodworking

a wonderful and
experience.

| end this article with a great
deal of respect and gratitude to the
Dogwood School of Fine Arts, its
staff, its owners and our instructor
Jim Dion. | would highly
recommend this class to all persons
who would like to learn about
woodworking, its history, its tools
and its great joy.
