Learn To Make Musical Instrument In May

 Bob Aldea will lead the May 

meeting of the Woodworkersô 

Guild of Georgia on Monday, May 

10, at 7:30 p.m. at Woodcraft in 

Roswell.  Directions are on the 

back of this newsletter. The 

Guildôs annual business meeting 

will precede Bobôs presentation 

and will begin at 6:30 p.m. 

 Bob will begin with a brief 

history and theory of some primi-

tive woodwind instruments, touch-

ing on a variety of flutes, whistles 

and similar instruments. He will 

establish the terminology and de-

scribe the design choices required 

for each instrument. Focusing on 

the ocarina and the Native Ameri-

can style flute, the presentation will 

show the critical dimensions and a 

variety of construction materials 

and methods. At the conclusion, 

the attendees should have enough 

information to build a working 

flute or ocarina and will know 

where to find additional informa-

tion and details. 

 Bob Aldea has been an ama-

teur woodworker for more than 30 

years and is currently a member of 

five local clubs. Originally from 

New Jersey, the Navy provided 

Bob a five-year assignment in 

Charleston, SC, that exposed him

New Board To Be Elected

 I hope to see a big turnout of my fellow Guild members at the May 

meeting.  In addition to having a great program scheduled with Bob Aldea 

who will talk about flutes, whistles and ocarinas, we have several important 

matters for the membershipôs consideration. 

 

 We will elect the new board for the coming year.  The new board 

nominees are Charles Mays, President; Tom Risoli, Vice President; Mi-

chael Duckworth, Treasurer; board members: Herman Clark, Jim Milam, 

Kim Muthersbough, Diane Nistler, Karl Taylor, Gary Demanche, Terry 

Kelly, Eric Garner, and Jim Wright.  Since I last reported to you, Robert 

Greenberg has had to decline serving another year.  Eric Garner has agreed 

to serve on the Board assuming Bobôs seat. 

 

 The membership will approve the budget for 2010-2011.  The pro-

posed budget is published in this newsletter.  This budget is based on his-

torical spending and educated estimates of the Guild operating needs in the 

coming year. 

 

 The membership will vote on the proposed dues increase.   It is 

proposed that individual dues be increased to $45 per year.  The family 

membership will remain at $45.  This amounts to an increase of less than 

85 cents a month.  The board has proposed this increase so the Guild can 

maintain its level of programs, balance its budget and allow the Board to 

explore other ways of serving the membership and the community. 

 

 The membership will be asked to approve the proposed amend-

ments to the by-laws.  These proposed changes are published on the Web-

site.  Some of the changes will bring our by-laws more closely in line with 

Georgia law governing non-profit corporations.  Perhaps the change which 

will most directly affect our members is the proposal to change our mem-

bership year so that everyoneôs dues will become payable on the same day 

each year, which will be January 1st.  This will greatly decrease the admin-

istrative time and cost of collecting dues and make it easier to plan the 

budget each year.  However, for the first year, dues will be prorated until 

everyone is on the same payment cycle.
